Temple, Yanar Dag. Visit Highland Park for a panoramic
city view, then embark on an Evening City Tour. O/N Baku

retreat. Enjoy the tranquillity of Nohur Lake, marvel at the
cascading 7 Gozel Waterfall, and take an exhilarating
cable car ride over lush landscapes. O/N Gabala

 Day 4: Transfer back to Baku. En route Visit the Gobustan
National Park, and experience the surreal beauty of
Azerbaijan’s Mud Volcanoes. O/N Baku

 Day 5: Embark on an adventure to Shahdag Mountain
Resort and Witness the stunning Candy Cane Mountains.

Kickstart the day with a visit to the Ateshgah Fire
Temple, a UNESCO-listed site known for its eternal
flames. Learn about the Zoroastrian heritage and the
historical significance of this sacred temple. Next,
witness the burning hill of Yanar Dag (Fire Mountain),
where natural gas flames dance on the earth’s surface.
In the evening, ascend to Highland Park for a
breathtaking panoramic view of Baku's skyline before
heading for an exciting Evening City Tour. Wander
through the illuminated streets, capturing the beauty of
Flame Towers, Fountain Square, and the Baku Boulevard.

Escape the city hustle as we drive to the
picturesque town of Gabala, surrounded by lush
forests and mountains. Our first stop is the serene
Nohur Lake, where you can relax by the crystal-
clear waters or indulge in boating. Next, chase the
cascading beauty of 7 Gozel Waterfall, a hidden
gem nestled within the mountains. 

We will then go for thrilling cable car rides offering
spectacular views of Gabala’s landscapes.



DAY 4

As we make our way back to Baku, stop at the
Gobustan National Park, home to over 6,000
ancient petroglyphs dating back to the Stone Age.
Witness Azerbaijan’s natural wonder—the Mud
Volcanoes, bubbling and erupting in unique
patterns, creating a surreal landscape. 

Explore the interactive Gobustan Museum to dive
deeper into Azerbaijan’s prehistoric culture before
heading back to the city for a relaxed evening.



DAY 5

Start your morning with a hearty breakfast before
setting off on an exciting journey to the
breathtaking Shahdag Mountains, one of
Azerbaijan’s top adventure destinations.
Sit back and enjoy a scenic drive through the
picturesque countryside, watching the
landscapes transform as we ascend towards the
region’s premier ski and outdoor resort. 

Enjoy skiing, snowboarding, or simply revel in the
stunning snow-covered scenery. Continue to the
Candy Cane Mountains, named for their unique
red-and-white striped rock formations, creating a
fairytale-like landscape.

Stroll through
Icherisheher (Old City), shop for souvenirs at
the Teze Bazaar, or sip Azerbaijani tea at a
charming café.
